School timings — the school day will be starting at 08:50 with doors closing at 09:00. Doors will be shut
promptly and children will need to be taken to the main reception. The school day will be ending at 15:30
and children will need to be collected at that time. If you are aware that you are going to be late, do
contact the school and let them know.

School uniform — as set out on the school website and without exceptions. If you are struggling with
uniform or other uniform related concern, do not hesitate to make contact with our Family Support worker
— Mrs Owen.

Values and behaviour — we have four simple rules that are linked to our core value, that we C-A-R-E

C- community (we make sure our community is a safe place for learning and playing), A — aspiration (we
try our best), R — respect (we treat ourselves, others and our school environment with respect), E -
empowering (we help ourselves and others). From CARE, we have our four expected behaviours: We walk
around the school in silence; we listen when someone is talking; we keep our hands and feet to ourselves
and we look smart and presentable. Our children really supported us when we designed our new policy
back in March 2023.

PE days and kit — you will have received notifications around PE and what your child needs for each
session. Reminder — your child’s PE kit should be brought into school and remain here during the half
term. All information can be found on the school’s website.

Attendance — everyday counts! Good attendance is vital for all children, and we work to ensure all
children achieve that. We will be working closely with families to ensure good attendance.

Term Time Leave — we would like to remind you that term time leave is only granted in exceptional
circumstances and MUST be agreed by the Headteacher. Any application MUST be completed and
returned to school, no later than 14 days prior to the request. You will be expected to attend a meeting, in
school, to discuss the request before a decision is made. All details can be found by clicking on the
following — Term Time Leave of Absence.

Well-being team - Help us to support your child. If you are worried or concerned about anything that may
affect your child’s day in school, do let a member of teaching staff or our well-being team know.
