Persuasion 
letter

a letter written to persuade an
organisation/s or individual/s
towards accepting the writer's
(sender’s) issue, interest or
perspective.

Verb tenses
changes or additions to verbs
to show when the action took
place: in the past, present, or
future.

Significant
sufficiently great or important 
to be worthy of attention; 
noteworthy.

artefact
an object made by a human

being, typically one of cultural

or historical interest.

Victorian 
times

the period between
approximately 1820 and 1914,
corresponding roughly but not
exactly to the period of Queen
Victoria’s reign (1837–1901)

Shahada
Islamic oath and creed, and one 
of the Five Pillars of Islam and 
part of the Adhan

Primary colours a group of colours from which all 
other colours can be obtained by 
mixing – red, blue, yellow

Secondary 
colours

a colour resulting from the mixing 
of two primary colours

Print
an image created on one surface, 
and transferred to another.

Waterproof
Does not let water through; not 
absorbent.

Absorbent Allows liquids to soak through.
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
